On February 14, 2021, the agency received a report that a 16-year-old child who was in out-of-home care had engaged in
self-harming behavior. The child was pronounced dead on the same day. Law enforcement was contacted and initiated a criminal
investigation. The Medical Examiner’s Office ruled the death a suicide. No criminal charges were filed, and the case was closed.

Findings by agency, including maltreatment determination and material circumstances leading to incident:

The agency collaborated with law enforcement and medical professionals. The agency screened-out the CPS Report and did not
complete an Initial Assessment for this case. Therefore, no substantiation decision or safety determination findings were made by
the agency.

At the time of the incident, the 16-year-old child was residing in an unlicensed non-relative home. The child was placed in the
home on December 18, 2020, due to concerns regarding her mental health and complex needs.

At the time of the incident, the child resided with her non-relative caregiver and no other children were placed in the home.

The non-relative caregiver was previously licensed as a child-specific treatment foster care provider for this child. Her license
was not continued when the child was moved to a different placement for a period of time. At the time of the incident, the
non-relative caregiver was in process of becoming licensed. There is no history of licensing violations by this caregiver
constituting a substantial failure to protect and promote the welfare of a child.
