On January 19, 2018, the agency received a report regarding a 5-month-old infant brought to the hospital with head injuries
sustained on January 18, 2018. Law enforcement was contacted and initiated a criminal investigation. Medical personnel
determined the infant’s injuries were consistent with non-accidental head trauma. As a result of law enforcement’s
investigation, the infant’s father was arrested and criminally charged with Child Abuse — Recklessly Cause Great Harm. A
criminal charge is merely an allegation and a defendant is presumed innocent until and unless proven guilty.
