eWiSACWIS on Microsoft Edge

This guide is intended to be used by County/Agency IT staff to setup eWiSACWIS to run on Microsoft Edge
(not in IE mode). Note updates to the Manual Site list and Enterprise mode site list which no longer include
https://apps.dcf.wisconsin.gov/ewisacwis/ and https://apps.dcf.wisconsin.gov/ewdemo/ .

Popup blocker and Trusted sites
1. Please note you may need to turn off the popup blocker. Alternatively you may ‘Allow’ the site
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2. You will also need to add https://*.wisconsin.gov to trusted sites if it is not currently there.
Open the Control Panel.

Select “Network and Internet”

Select “Internet Options”

Select the Security tab.

Select Trusted sites and click the Sites button.

Add the URL: https://*.wisconsin.gov

Save the addition to the site.
